Of the approximately 2,300 
species of plants known to 
occur in the wild in Ohio, about 
78 percent are native or they 
occurred in Ohio before the 
time of substantial European 
settlement, about 1750. The 
other 22 percent, more than 
500 species, are not native to 
Ohio, having been introduced 
from other states or countries  

Non-native plants have been 
introduced for erosion control, 
horticulture, forage crops, me-
dicinal use, and wildlife foods 
as well as by accident. Most of 
these species never stray far 
from where they are introduced 
(gardens, urban areas, agricul-
tural fields), yet some become 
very invasive and displace 
native plants in woodlands, 
wetlands, prairies, and other 
natural area.

Many plants considered non-native, 
alien, or exotic are popular, aestheti-
cally pleasing species. It is important 
to look beyond these traits – con-
sider how these plants “act” in the 
landscape. Sometimes we plant 
invasive non-native plants for land-
scaping or wildlife habitat without 
realizing the problems they may 
cause when they escape into natural 
areas.  

Without natural controls, 

invasive non -native plants 

are able to spread quickly.  

In some Ohio wetlands, large plots 
of a single invasive plant species 
have crowded out areas that were 
once filled with a wide variety of im-
portant native plants. In Ohio’s 
woods, native, spring wildflowers are 
quickly replaced by garlic mustard 
and invasive bush honeysuckle spe-
cies 

A diverse, healthy ecosystem is im-
portant for clean air and water, soil 
stability, buffer, and food and shelter 
for wildlife.

(horse drawn 2 wheeled vehicle for one person) Under the grand-
stand, exhibitors would display  their wears protected from the ele-
ments.  Enthusiastic fair goers would listen to the salesman talk 
about their products, very much like the Home and Garden Show of 
today, with replacement windows, kitchen cabinets, and the best 
slicer dicer you’ve ever seen.

The B&O Historical society publica-
tion The Sentinel, fall 1994 issue 
was a special Cincinnati issue which 
has 2 pictures of the building from 
1695 (page55).  The location given 

is the B&O milepost 9.5 on the Toledo Division.  The building is 
a freight station.  The nearest passenger station was at Milepost 
10.6 in Hartwell (page 56) near present day Galbraith Rd. Today 
we  know the former B&O as CSX and before that the Chessie 
System. The name has changed but the tracks remain. 
 
Some copies of the B&O Historical society publication The Sen-
tinel are still available for purchase from the Cincinnati Railroad 
Club located in Tower A at the Cincinnati Museum Center.  If 
you haven’t been to Tower A, check it out on your next weekend 
visit to the museum center.  Best of all its free with no  
additional admission charge but its only open on weekends 
when club members are available to answer any questions.  
This was the control center for the movement of all passenger 
trains using union terminal.  It has a spectacular view of today’s 
freight yards.
