The Hamilton County Agricultural Society is responsible for 

maintaining and covering all the expenses associated with the 

fairgrounds all year long.  Their revenue comes from the pro-

ceeds of the fair, rental for other events, donations and only 

$3,000.00 from the county.  Over the past years this income has 

dwindled.  There has been a lot of finger pointing as to why this 

has happened, such as; The Agricultural Society hasn’t kept up 

with the times, Carthage is unsafe and run down, Carthage has-
n’t supported the fair, (even though it’s a county event), it’s the 

same old thing year after year, the property and buildings need 

to be updated, more members are needed on the board. 
 

To their credit the Agricultural Society has listened and has 

many changes planned for this year.

   HOW DO I GET RID OF MY 

OLD MATTRESS AND 

OTHER LARGE ITEMS ? 
 

Leave mattress or up to 3 bulk 

items (i.e.  furniture, sofas, chairs 

and carpet  - carpet cut into 4 x 2’ 

rolls) for the regular garbage pick 

up. 
  

All bed-bug infested items must be completely sealed 

in plastic and will be collected on regularly scheduled 

collection days. Mattress covers or large rolls of plas-

tic that can be used to seal all parts of the affected 

furniture can be purchased at most mattress, furni-

ture, or hardware stores.  Locally, Burkhardt’s Hard-

ware on Vine St. does sell these items.  Infested items 

will not be picked up unless sealed.  For more infor-

mation call 591-6000 and press option 1 for Health 

Information and option 2 for Trash Collection Infor-

mation. 

Sofa beds or hide a beds, appliances, tires (4 only), 

and wood bundled 4’ lengths  are a special pick up. It 

is easy to get removed, just call 591-6000.
